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PASTOR'S PACE 
 The psalms are unique ways to pray with the 
Word of God.  Too often I think we perceive them as 
interludes between the readings from the Old and New 
Testament, respectively, and do not take them 
seriously or give them much consideration outside of 
the Liturgy of the Word.  However, the psalms are part 
of sacred scripture and have significance within the 
collection of readings chosen for each Sunday.  
Normally, the Psalm, like the readings, help to form a 
cohesive message meant to be conveyed on a 
particular Sunday.   
 Since the Psalms were written as poetical 
chants, they were meant to be a sung prayer that 
expresses a petition or praise of the writer to God.  
They bear testament to the universal human needs 
and direct to God the longing for peace and security, 
and reflect the need of expressing joy, sorrow, and 
praise, regardless of time. 
 The Church gives the Faithful four options with 
regards to the use of the Psalm each Sunday; one of 
which is to use the same psalm each Sunday during a 
liturgical season.  Beginning next Sunday we will use 
the same Psalm setting for the season of Lent; please 
sing along; remember, no one goes home humming 
the homily! 
 Today we hear from the first of the psalms.  
Our refrain is “Blessed are they who hope in the Lord.”  
Here and in the first and Gospel reading, the word 
“blessed” means “happy”.  I cannot think of a better 
antiphon to echo in our hearts and minds as we begin 
the season of Lent.  We are told that we will 
experience happiness if we hope in the promise and 
presence of God.  Medical studies consistently show 
that people who pray are happier than those who do 
not.  With all of the distractions, chaos, worry, and fear 
that exists in our world today it might be worth seeking 
something as simple as happiness. 
 The Gospel teaching for today reminds us that 
happiness can in fact exist apart from the troubles of 
the world.  Jesus articulates that those who are 
troubled here and now can and will be happy if and 
only if they hope in what God has to offer them.  
Perhaps this is because hoping in the Lord brings a 
certain freedom and simplicity to one's life that avails a 
person to pursue the very things that make one happy 
and fulfilled.   
 The season of Lent is a call to new beginnings: 
a start-over, an opportunity to try to do something new 
or at least differently; it is an opportune time filled with 
an abundance of possibilities and potential.  It is an 
invitation to become happy because Lent invites us to 
let go of the drama that chaos and distractions create.  
It affords us an additional way to pray. 
 Let us remember each other in prayer this 
week!  +Eric J. Knapp, S.J.
