PASTOR'S PACE

| hope you remembered to turn your clocks
back an hour or are planning to do so if you are at the
4 PM Saturday Mass; assuming you are reading this
column in the pews you did—or will. Not remembering
significant things has the potential to cause us some
embarrassment, momentary discombobulation, and
temporary discomfort.

November is a month when we remember.
About this time of year we longingly remember the
sunnier warmth of summer days. We remember to get
going on our holiday plans. The Church begins the
month remembering those who have died—those we
hail as saints as well as everyone else, entrusting their
souls to the hands of God. Later in the month we will
remember to give thanks as a nation for the blessings
we have received. We will conclude the month
remembering the tenet of our faith that reminds us of
the promise of Jesus to return in glory where we hope
to be with him forever.

According to Jewish spirituality, to remember is
to bring to life what once was; in doing so, we re-live
what we remember as if it were part of our present
reality. Remembering is important for the Christian
life. Faith is comprised of both memory and
imagination. These two elements comprise what we
mean by faith: being able to remember the promises of
God and imagining how such promises come to fruition
in our daily lives.

One thing to remember this month of
remembrance is the element of time. It is throughout
time that God has worked in the lives of those
unfamiliar and those we have known to show us his
very self in our midst. We recognize as saints or
saintly those who recognized this and allowed it to
direct their lives, not because they were different from
us, but because at a particular time in history they
were able to use their faith to manifest in quite ordinary
and extraordinary ways what they believed and are
remembered for this by those who knew them and
those who came to know of them. We are edified that
in the time we have been given we have numerous
opportunities to share in that life of God and to help
others to see it.

Our faith leaves us no other response than to
give thanks when we remember how good God is; it
also beckons us to remember that all these
blessings—people, situations, time and circumstances
are only a foretaste of the things to come for those
who believe in the presence and activity of God in our
midst. Lest we forget, we are surrounded by a great
company of witnesses—Iliving and dead—to direct us
and our memories to the call to holiness and
happiness. Happy Feast of All Saints.
