PASTOR'S PACE 
 The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) is 
the process by which non-Catholics become Catholic.  
Since September those involved in this process have met 
weekly with their catechists and sponsors to learn about the 
Catholic faith.   

On the first Sunday of Lent those preparing to enter 
the Church at the Easter Vigil are presented to the 
Archbishop at the Cathedral in the Rite of Election.  From 
this evening forward these men and women are referred to 
as “The Elect”.  I introduce those from our parish involved in 
this process to you by way of this column. 

Tuce Giblin is from Turkey.  She came to the 
United States two and a half years ago, met her future 
fiancé, Shane, and decided to become Catholic last year, 
because she witnessed the strength that came to him from 
his Catholic faith. 

Shannon Shipley, 32, has lived in Cincinnati for 10 
year and is mother to Owen, her four-year-old son.  
Shannon believes that God has led her to this moment in 
her faith life. 

Erin O’Brien is 37.  Since the age of five when she 
attended Mass with her grandparents she has known that 
the Catholic faith is where she belonged.  She has been 
inspired by the amount of charities run by the Catholic 
Church, signaling what it means to be a Christian.
